St. Haralambos
February 10

St. Haralambos was a truly remarkable man during a
very difficult time in the Church’s history. He lived in the
small town of Magnesia in Asia Minor during the 2nd Cen-
tury, when Christianity was still at odds with the state
Pagan religion in the Roman Empire. He was ordained a
priest at a relatively young age, and served the Lord with
zeal. However, his Christian faith came at odds with the
local governor, who demanded that he worship the state
gods. St. Haralambos” refusal led to a series of terrible
tortures at the hands of the local governor, who could not
dissuade him or kill him. In fact, while he was in prison,
many local Christians flocked to him for healing and inter-
cession. He reminded them that, contrary to some ru-
mors, he was not the Christ returned to Earth, but just a
humble believer and an agent of the Lord’s will.

Eventually, the Saint’s exploits were made known to
the Ruler located in the regional capital of Antioch. St.
Haralambos was brought there to be humiliated and
tortured, including being led through the streets by a
horse-bridle, to mock his Christian faith. The guards there
exacted even more heinous tortures upon the Saint, who
never recanted or wavered. Eventually the Ruler ordered
him beheaded. However, on the day of his execution, as
the two executioners (Porphirios and Baptos) were about
to cut off his head, a voice was heard from heaven saying,
“Well done My faithful servant, enter into the kingdom of
Heaven." At that moment, St. Haralambos gave up his
spirit to the Lord, without being touched. The two execu-
tioners were so amazed that they fell at the Saint’'s body
and asked for forgiveness from God. They were then
martyred for their display of Faith on that same day.

Possessed by Possessions?

Let me start with an observation: When I
look at the closets in my home, I find my-
self not surprised that the TV show Hoard-
ers is in its fourth season. We have a
problem, and it's name is stuff.

The figure has been trotted out numerous
times recently, as more light has been shed
on the problem of compulsive hoarding:
average house size has nearly doubled in
the last 40 years, and in that time the
nearly nonexistent business of self-storage
facilities has amassed 2.3+ billion square
feet of capacity.

We keep collecting stuff! We, as a culture
in the US, continue to feel that one of our
duties is to accumulate possessions. At the
same time, we also try to fool ourselves
into thinking that we are masters of our
possessions.

So why is it that when we fill our storage
space and homes and apartments with
things, we build or expand, purchase stor-
age systems, or rent a storage unit, rather
than sell, give away, or destroy?

Why is it that we find that an average list
of, “things I cannot live without,” includes
much more than just water, food, shelter,
love, and God?

Our cultural attachment to possessions is
cruel, for it begets a cycle of wanting more,
possessing more, paying more to store it,
and then desiring more when we see what
others have.

So we continue to spend more and more on
our things, on storing those things, and on
getting more things.

Pray, tell, what will happen to those things
when we cast off our mortal coil? Will we
take them with us into God’s Eternal King-
dom?

The Lord has an answer for that question:
"You fool! This very night your life will be
demanded of you. Then who will get what
you have prepared for yourself?" (Luke
12:20)

Our task should be to take that which we
have—and especially that which is part of
our excess, the “stuff” that we store for
sentimentality, status, etc.—and give it to
those who are in need.

Our task should be to focus on those things
which cannot pass from us at death: rela-
tionships, charity, forgiveness, prayer,
study, meditation, and love.

Our task must be to decrease our depend-
ence on our property, and to increase our
desire for the Lord’s inheritance.

A tough task, true, but one we can achieve
this coming Lent; and, through achieving
it, we can rid ourselves of empty stuff,
empty space, and an empty part of our life.

George reported that they are asking parish organiza-
tions for information for the website and to make welcome
packets to distribute to those interested in joining the Par-
ish.

1. Fr. George reported that GOYA is going well. JOY basket-
ball has also been going well.

2. YAL is nearing the one-year mark of regular meetings and
has been a true joy.

3. The Akron OCF completed an extremely active semester,
and the Kent OCF is a great group also.

Schools — Antonia Stergiades / Miles McClure

1. The Sunday and Greek School Christmas program will be
held December 18.

2. The teachers at all levels are making an effort to involve
their students and encourage active participation during
class.
