For a Preschool class with a combined instead of a single age of 3-year-olds, alternate
between “God Loves Us” Preschool Teacher’s Kit can be alternated with “What We See and
Do in Church.”

For a Preschool class of 4-year-olds or if the parish offers a Preschool for 4-year-olds and 5-
year-olds not ready for public school, use “What We See and Do in Church” or “Happy with
God.”

% “Happy with God” Students in this class are also in Kindergarten in public school. This will
be important for reading levels in upper grades.

% Depending on how a parish has grouped students to form classes, “Happy with God” may
have been already been used.

% “Together with God” from the Orthodox Christian Education Commission (a SCOBA
agency) recently reprinted the Kindergarten Student Manual in color and with updated
pictures. This is a viable substitute.
